REQUIREMENTS AND PROCEDURES FOR TEMPORARY VISA I  -  VOLUNTEER SOCIAL WORKER

FROM THE APPLICANT:

1  -  2 visa application forms per applicant, properly and completely filled
in. Note: Every applicant must complete Item 21 of the visa application
form, "Comments" (Purpose of Trip). In this section, the applicant must
explain precisely what they are going to do while in Brazil. Each visa
application form must be duly signed by the applicant;

2 - Original Passport (valid for at least 6 months prior to its expiration
date, and with at least two blank pages available for the visa stamp)
two recent 2" x 2" passport-type photo, in color or black and white, front
view, full face, light background (snapshots are not accepted); USPS $ 5.00
money order for the Consular authentication of the copy of the passport;

3 - Academic degree certificate and/or diploma and school transcript for
complete undergraduate studies;  curriculum vitae;

4  - recent (i.e., less than 90 days old)  FBI criminal record (please note
that your FBI criminal record with finger print  is required)

5 - marriage or birth certificate ;

6 - proof of residence for at least one year in the consular jurisdiction;

p.s. -  DOCUMENTS #  3, 5 and 6 listed above must be legalized by the
Secretary of the State where the applicant resides.


FROM THE BRAZILIAN INSTITUTION OR NGO (documents must be notarized with the
original stamp by the "Cartório"):

1 - letter from the Brazilian NGO  to the Consulate General of Brazil in
Washington,DC  explaining what type of social work the visitor will  offer ;

2 - constitutive minutes/statutes of the Brazilian NGO;

3 - empowerment certificate issued to the Brazilian NGO's head officer;

4 - financial affidavit (compromisso de manutenção) drawn at a "Cartório" by
the Brazilian NGO, informing the institution will be responsible for the
visitor's exit from Brazil;

6 -  A notarized copy of the Institution's  or NGO's registration at the
"Conselho Federal de Assistência Social"  or a notarized copy of "OSCIP"
document (document must be notarized with the original stamp by the
"Cartório" )


PAYMENT:
visa fee payment of US$60.00 per visa. An additional non-refundable
processing fee of US$ 130.00 per visa will be charged to U.S. citizens in
reciprocity for identical fee paid by Brazilian citizens who apply for a
visa to the United States of America; the Consulate only accepts USPS money
order.


Non-refundable handling fee of US$20.00 per visa applies to applications
submitted by mail or by any individual other than the applicant or an
immediate member of his/her family. Please send a self-addressed stamped
envelope with appropriate postage for return of passport. The Consulate only
accepts USPS Express Mail envelopes.
